What is a paragraph? 

A paragraph is a short piece of writing about a single topic. It is made up of three sections: 

1. Topic Sentence: present your view about the topic while giving the reader a clear idea what to
expect in the sentences that follow.

2. Supporting Sentences: provide support for your topic sentence such as explaining the
importance of your points. Use transition words to smoothly move from one idea to the next
which helps your writing feel less disconnected.

3. Concluding Sentence: bring the paragraph to a close by linking back to the topic sentence.
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
